Q.  Why do you call God only “creator”? Does He do no more than merely create? 
A.   Calling God “Creator” in no way even hints that He might have created and then cast off all 
care of His creation; instead, it is to be understand that, just as He framed the world in the 
beginning, so He still preserves it: that earth and all other things continue only as they are 
preserved by His power and provision. Further, since He upholds all things by His hand, it is 
evident that He is the supreme Lord of all. 
       Since, then, He is the Creator of heaven and earth, it is fitting for us to understand Him to be 
the One, Who by His wisdom, power, and goodness, governs the whole course and order of 
nature; Who is alike the author of the rain and the drought, of the hail and other tempests as well 
as of fair weather; Who makes the earth fruitful by His bounty, and by withdrawing His hand 
renders it barren; from Whom alike come health and disease. To His dominion all things are 
subject, and to His will all things are obedient.
